CHOLM LAND IN LIFE AND CREATIVITY
OF MYKHAILO HRUSHEVSKY

The article analyses research of Mykhailo Hrushevsky and his best students — Ivan Krypiakevych
and Myron Korduba, dedicated to history and culture of Kholm region.

During his stormy life, the renowned historianhad not forgotten his birthplace—Kholm region, also
referred to as Kholmshchyna, Kholmsk-Podlask Rus, Zabuzhia / Zabuzhe, Zabuzhska Rus in his
times. Hrushevsky’s multi-volume ‘History of Ukraine-Rus’ (11 volumes, 12 books) contains hundreds
of references to Kholm and Kholm region; it describes extensively shrines of the princely city;
reconstructs the liberation campaign of 1648 lead by Khmelnytsky and passing Przemysl, Tomashiv,
Kholm, and Zamosc.

In the second volume, published in Lviv in 1905, a chronicle of a princely Kholm foundation is
cited. Hrushevsky also argued that “in the times of Yurii, son of Leo’ Kholm controlled lands of Belz,
Cherven” and Dorohychyn. In general, by the late 14™ century Kholm used to be ‘from time to time a
seat of prince’, the capital of the middle Zabuzhzhia, which Polescontinuously tried to conquer. The
seventh volume reconstructsthe liberation campaign of 1648 lead by Khmelnytskyi, which also affected
these lands. It is also noted that Kholmand Podlasie regions, alongside with Volhynia and other Ukrainian
lands, delegated their ambassadors to Cossack regiments.

Contemporary history of the region was well reflected in the speeches, popularizing articles and
opinion pieces by Hrushevsky. In particular, in the article “Ukrainians” (1910), he argued that the
Kholm region being an ancient Ukrainian province, was mechanistically annexed by the Vienna Congress
of 1815 to the Polish provinces of the Congress Poland.

During the Ukrainian Revolution Hrushevsky made every effort to ensure that at the Treatyof
Brest-Litovsk negotiations of 1918 Kholm region was ‘reunited’ with Ukraine, which caused a terrible
irritation in the ‘Polish bourgeois and nationalist circles’. In a speech in the Tsentralna Rada on March
15, 1918, at the ratification of this treaty, Hrushevsky expressed his regret and discontent that ‘our
Dorohychyn, one of our historical boundaries, where Danylowas crowned, did not become our
territory’.It was not possible to get and hold control of this Ukrainian territory at the time. In the
Soviet era, the historian obviously hardly returned to the ethnic and political issues of the Kholm
region.

Students of Hrushevsky also researched the history of Kholmrgion. In particular, Ivan
Krypiakevychpenned around four dozens of publications on Kholm region, its folklore, churches and
schools, enlighteners, writers, and historians. Myron Korduba authored “The History of the Kholmand
Podlasie Regions” (1941).
