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This study explores the evolution of concepts regarding the origin and ethnic identity of the Slavs within the framework of
archaeological Slavistics, with particular emphasis on the methodological foundations developed in Ukrainian scholarly tradition
and European social sciences. During the last quarter of the 20th century, the Kyiv school of archaeological Slavistics formulated
a concept based on the cultural-historical approach. Its core lies in recognizing the relationship between ethnicity and material
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culture as its expression, as well as applying the retrospective method to trace genetic links between archaeological cultures. The
existence of ethnically mixed cultures formed by local and incoming groups is acknowledged, along with the possibility of
identifying a set of traits characteristic of a particular ethnic group.

According to this concept, the earliest Slavs identifiable through archaeology should be sought among the Zarubyntsi, late
Zarubyntsi, Kyiv, Zubrytsia, and Chernyakhiv cultures, dating from the 1st to 5th centuries AD. The area where Slavic archaeological
cultures crystallized by the 5th century AD encompasses the borderlands of the Forest and Forest-Steppe zones. From this region,
bearers of the Prague-Korchak, Penkivka, and Kolochyn cultures — closely related in terms of handmade pottery, dwelling
construction, and burial rites — initiated the “Great Slavic Migration.”

In Western European social sciences, the interpretation of ethnicity is largely based on Fredrik Barth’s instrumentalist approach,
which views ethnicity as a multidimensional phenomenon shaped through social interaction. An ethnic group, according to Barth,
is an imagined construct rather than an objective reality, defined more by boundaries than by internal cultural traits.

In medieval studies, Reinhard Wenskus’s concept is central. He interprets the early medieval “gens” as a heterogeneous
political community formed around a warrior elite and an ethnogenetic myth. His ideas are further developed by the Vienna
School, particularly Walter Pohl, who emphasizes the discursive nature of ethnicity and the role of everyday practices. Archaeology,
in his view, can be useful through Pierre Bourdieu’s concept of “habitus,” though not as a primary tool for identification.

The Toronto School, represented by Walter Goffart, rejects the historical reliability of ethnogenetic myths. Archaeologists
such as Sien Jones and Sebastian Brather also question the possibility of identifying ethnicity through material artifacts, stressing
the subjectivity of sources and the need to focus on social structures rather than on ethnic “essences.”

In Central and Southeastern Europe, archaeological Slavistics until the late 20th century was also based on the cultural-
historical methodology, focusing on the search for the Slavs’ homeland. Since the mid-1990s, there has been a rethinking of
Slavic ethnic identity, particularly through the concepts of Henrik Mamzer and Michai Parczewski. Ukrainian archaeologists,
such as Mychajlo Liubychev, have joined these methodological debates, criticizing traditional approaches and advocating for the
use of Western European theoretical models.

Special attention is given to Florin Curta’s deconstructionist concept, which rejects the migration theory of Slavic origins and
argues that ethnic identity was formed locally under the influence of neighboring elite cultures. He interprets the Slavic language
as a koinii — a product of social interaction rather than ethnic unity. His hypothesis sparked controversy but became a significant
step in rethinking the methodology of Slavic studies.

Benjamin Jbtular proposes an alternative model based on the concept of archaeological culture as a polythetic system of
practices. He employs interdisciplinary methods, including machine learning, to analyze material culture and reconstruct migration
processes. His research confirms the complexity of identifying ethnicity through archaeological data and calls for a focus on
questions of time, space, and function.

In conclusion, modern Ukrainian archaeological Slavistics faces the challenge of revising outdated models of ethnogenesis,
abandoning simplistic associations between culture and ethnicity, and embracing flexible, interdisciplinary approaches that consider
the social, political, and ritual dimensions of material culture. This opens new perspectives for studying Slavic ethnic identity in
the context of archaeology.
