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The Figure of the ruler of the Hellenistic Cyrenaica, Magas, [ca. 320 — ca. 250 BC] does not receive much attention from the
modern researchers. The reason for this situation is a small number, the chaotic and a mostly fragmented nature of the historical
sources known to us, that are covering only a small number of the aspects of his reign. However, the turning to the sources, that are
related to the history of the other Hellenistic states [in particular, the state of Ptolemies] and the adding the modern research
concepts and the assumptions, that are not directly related to the Hellenistic Cyrenaica, makes it possible to the reproduce a
relatively complete picture of the reign of the subject of the proposed study.

Without exaggeration, Magas of Cyrenaica can be considered a bright representative of the category of the rulers of the so-
called the Small Hellenistic monarchies. Taking advantage of his indirect involvement with the royal house of the Ptolemies and
demonstrating his military skill, he was receiving the post of a Ptolemaic viceregent of the economically developed and relatively
isolated Mediterranean region — Cyrenaica ca. 300 BC. However, later, thanks to his understanding of the international situation
and the ability to adjust his own plans and to restrain his expansionist appetites he managed to turn his province into an independent
state, and he himself acquired and managed to keep the royal title. Being a pragmatic and balanced politician, Magas adhered to
a military, political, dynastic and ideological sphere of the influence of the Seleucid state for more than 20 years of his independent
ruling. So, he participated directly or indirectly on the side of the Seleucid rulers in the I and probably II Syrian wars [accordingly
in 275 — 272/271 and 259-253 BC]. At the same time, such state of affairs did not prevent him, at the final stage of his reign, to
reconcile on the favorable terms with his half brother, the ruler of the Hellenistic Egypt, Ptolemy II Philadelphus.

At the same time, during the entire period of his reign, Magas used and even to some extent increased the tools, that were
available at his disposal, designed to promote the recognition of his royal status both in the foreign policy and in the domestic
arena. So, he became the first Hellenistic potentate who obtained the title of the basileus thanks to his marriage with the Seleucid
princess [the daughter of Antiochus I Apama]. Magas also used as the proof of his rights to Cyrenaica the so-called “right of the
spear”, for which he resorted to the use of a retrospective counting of the years of his reign. In addition, he positioned himself as
a successful defender of the independence of his kingdom, introduced his own lifetime cult on the Seleucid model, and, like the
representatives of the former Cyrenian dynasty of Battiades, acted as a Priest of Apollo Carneius. Although, due to the lack of the
sons, Magas did not manage to found his own dynasty, it was the descendants of his daughter, the Ptolemaic queen Berenice II,
who were continuing to occupy the Alexandrian throne for almost two centuries.
