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LESSER ARMENIA IN THE FIRST HALF OF THE 2ND CENTURY BC: FORGOTTEN STATE
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The history of Lesser Armenia has rarely attracted significant attention from modern researchers, which is disproportionate to
the notable influence this small state sometimes exerted on international relations in the Asia Minor region during the 2nd-1st
centuries BC. Consequently, with a nearly complete lack of specialized research, there exists a large number of references to
Lesser Armenia in the works of contemporary scholars, most of whom have attempted to create their own reconstructions of
events. This has naturally led to the emergence of numerous contradictory hypotheses, further complicating the history of
international relations in Asia Minor.

Notable instances include the involvement of the Armenian “satrap” Mithridates in the general Asiatic conflict of 182—-179 BC.
According to Polybius, “Mithridates, Satrap of Armenia,” was an ally of the Pontic king Pharnaces, who fought an unsuccessful
war against the Pergamo—Bithynian—Cappadocian coalition. In the passage, Mithridates’ name is mentioned twice: first immediately
after Pharnaces’ name without additional context (Polib. 25.2.3), and then at the end of the account with specific conditions and
an indication of territory and status (Polib. 25.2.11). Over more than a century of research, several explanations have been proposed
for this account: the passage refers to two different individuals: the first Mithridates is the brother of Pharnaces, and the second is
the Armenian satrap. There was only one Mithridates, the brother of Pharnaces. Mithridates was a single individual who served as
an Armenian satrap. Mithridates in Polybius’ account is identical to Mithridates, the nephew/grandson of Antiochus III Megas.
Mithridates was the half-brother of Artaxias (Artashes) I, king of Greater Armenia. There is also no consensus regarding the
territory Mithridates controlled; it might have been either Lesser Armenia or Sophene. His status is also debated: he is considered
by some to be a subject of Pharnaces I of Pontus, Artaxias I of Armenia, or even the Seleucids. Given these uncertainties, a
confident reconstruction of events is almost impossible, leading to radical conclusions, such as the claim that Lesser Armenia was
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always part of the Pontic kingdom. However, we believe that the available sources allow us to determine the status and ownership
of Mithridates’ possessions.

The features of Polybius’ text indicate that we are not dealing with a verbatim quote from an agreement but with a fairly free
retelling. Therefore, we can assume that the source mentions only one Mithridates, namely the satrap of Armenia. This Mithridates
could not have been the ruler of the Armenian kingdom of Sophene because we know of the Sophene king Zariadris, making it
implausible that Mithridates lost his royal title. The most challenging issue is Mithridates’ status, as the title “satrap” is reasonably
perceived by researchers as a sign of dependence. However, we cannot be sure that Polybius accurately conveyed Mithridates’
true title. For instance, in the same passage, Polybius does not refer to Artashes I as king, although he held this title. Moreover,
under the treaty terms, Mithridates acts as a completely independent ruler, concluding international agreements, having his own
treasury and financial obligations, and controlling significant military forces. The rulers of Lesser Armenia did not hold the title
“king” until the mid-1st century BC, a situation not uncommon in Asia Minor.

This is likely what Strabo meant when he noted that Lesser Armenia was always ruled by dynasts (Strabo, 12,3,28). However,
the term “dynast” was used in Polybius’ text to designate other rulers mentioned in the agreement but not directly participating in
the war, including Artaxias I. Therefore, we believe that Polybius, or his source, was compelled to use the title “satrap” not to
indicate Mithridates’ dependent position. As evidenced by the bilingual inscription found at Agaga Kale, in this region and at this
time, this title was considered hereditary and did not imply dependence. Although unlikely, it is conceivable that Mithridates
could have indeed borne the title of “satrap,” not as a sign of dependence, but as a tribute to a tradition rooted in the region’s
distant Achaemenid past.
